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economic system. The innovation of industrial technology being an important lever of emission reduction,
the EU has gradually established its dominant position in the field of energy saving and emission reduction

through the government—market coordination.

An Analysis of the Current Status and Functions of the Lancang-Mekong Cooperation Mecha-
nism and the Implications to China Fu Yi

According to  “the Belt and Road” Initiative, the international cooperation between China and other
countries in the Lancang —Mekong River basin has been strengthened. In March 2016, the Lancang-—
Mekong Cooperation Mechanism was officially launched. The Lancang—Mekong River, as a world famous
international river, becomes a crucial element for the cooperation, so the mechanism is surely closely relat-
ed to international cooperation of the water resources in the area. This paper offers an in—depth analysis of
the status quo, functions and legal relationships of the Lancang—Mekong Cooperation Mechanism with an
